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For those of you who saw the stranded, abandoned 
sailboat near Crossover 13 on Jupiter Beach, the 
disappearance of the mast may have signified that 
the boat was removed.  It was not!  The sailboat 
was pounded by storm waves May 6-8 and broken 
into pieces….thousands of them.  Large sections 
remain on the beach and in the water, waiting for 
crews from the Town, County and Department of 
Environmental Resource Management to oversee 
the plan for their removal. 

The debris is completely invisible during high  tide, a certain 
hazard to unwary swimmers and dogs chasing water toys. 

The debris at the waterline is the submerged 
cement hull with attached jagged metal pieces, 
pipes, and tubes.  While hearty volunteers and 
concerned citizens have removed most of the 
smaller pieces of wood, foam, rubber and metal, 
there are still large, heavy pieces lurking in the 

sand (too heavy for mere humans to lift)….with 
sharp, rusting metal points.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

Our concern for beachgoers extends to the sea turtles who 
have been coming ashore to nest as they have for centuries. 

On May 19, eight FJB volunteers spent 70 minutes 
each and removed nearly 700 pounds of heavy 
debris…taken to SWA and weighed to be sure.
